The Master Plan process began with
the hiring of SCMH (Architects) in
partnership with Glatting Jackson
(Land Use Planners)and Chastain
Skillman (Surveyors). There will be a
number of data and opinion gathering
sessions, meetings and presentations
made to our congregation and key
leaders over the next few months. It
is our plan to have a Inal Master Plan
by the end of this year.

The !nal plan will have drawings

and a narrative of the Master Plan,
project descriptions, square foot
construction estimates and operating
cost estimates. We will also submit
the Master Plan to the City of Lake-
land for Conditional Use Approval.

What Is a
Columbarium?

A Columbarium is a group of ‘niches’
which contains the cremains of the
departed. First Church constructed
the Irst part of our Columbarium in
1994. Since then we have added two
sections and have just added another
two making a total of !ve sections.
Section | is !lled, Sections Il and Il
are mostly reserved (with a few on
the bottom rows still available. Sec-
tion IV and V have just been con-
structed. Each section contains 153
niches. A niche in the Columbarium

is modest in cost, liturgically satisfy-
ing and of course, ecologically sound.
The quiet design of our Columbarium
invites solitary contemplation and
mediation; a gathering place for
families and loved ones to assemble
in prayer, love and remembrance
creating a consoling link between life
and death. Everyone who is a member
of First Church and their immedi-

ate families may purchase a niche.
Each niche is $500 which includes the
canister for the cremains, the name
plague and the interment (when the
cremains are placed in the niche). If
you have questions or would like to
purchase a niche, see Maggie in the
Church Oflce, 686-3163.
